If this view is seen with a twinkle in the eye,
the idea is called a comedy. If life presents problems unsur-
mountable by the human man, the idea becomes a drama, or
even a tragedy. ldeas representing life in our theatre of 1957
show man as confused, jealous, frustrated, enigmatic, blind as a
mortal seems to be, but on the whole, contented, seeking and
able to get by with a smile and a song.

LANGUAGE used in today's theatre perhaps seems more coarse
than usual, and character relations are exposed in not the most
subtle manner. But one who knows theatre and history is aware
that these same ideas have been expressed in a manner parallel
to the times from Shakespeare on down. If we seem to be shock-
ed by the mirrorybefore us, let us do something to change the
image before the glass.
