I this view is seen with a twinkle in the eye,
the idea is called a comedy. If Life presents problems unsur-
mountable by the human man, the idea becomes a drama, or
even a tragedy.

But one who knows theatre and history is aware
that these same ideas have been expressed in a manner parallel
to the times from Shakespeare on down. If we seem to be shock-
ed by the mirror before us, let us do something to change the
image before the glass.
