ing of two layered trapeze structures. 
Later, he performed the trick that has 
not been repeated since: “Double 
Passage with Triple Somersault”. In 
1996, Andrei was approached to join 
the Cirque du Soleil’s top production 
show La Nouba in Orlando, FL. Being 
an original cast member, he spent 6 
years as a Captain of Flying Trapeze 
team and one of the main characters 
of the show and 4 years of performing 
for World’s Special Events Department 
of Cirque du Soleil.
